Bridal trials are held at my home studio in South East London on a specified weekday between 10 am- 3 pm. My
kit and lighting will be set up and ready for your appointment.

Weekend trials are subject to availability, and will be charged an additional fee of £75.

Bridal trials typically last around two hours to allow time to test, discuss ideas, and create a look you love ahead
of your day.

Itis helpful for make-up purposes to wear a top with a similar neckline and colour to your wedding outfit.

When booking a bridal trial, a non-refundable deposit of 50% will be required to secure your appointment - this
will later be deducted from the total fee. The remaining amount will be due 48 hours before your appointment.

Wedding Day

To ensure you have a smooth, enjoyable morning in the run-up to your big day, a schedule will be sent to you
prior so everyone is aware of their allocated time slot in the chair.

Please ensure there is a chair, a natural light source, and a table/area set up to take place promptly upon arrival.

For larger bookings and/or due to timings, an additional artist(s) may be required. Additional artists will be
charged £175 per assistant.

Bespoke Bridal

This is a virtual two-hour, bespoke make-up lesson tailored to you.
